Interpretation at the park conveys the 
area’s important and historic role in cultural and natural history, especially the legacy and heritage of California Native American tribes.

Sustainable visitor amenities, infrastructure, and park operations are designed and maintained to adapt to changing conditions and 
environments, ensuring year-round park access for all visitors.
